VoiceOver cheatsheet

Installation

VoiceOver is part of the Mac and iOS
operating system, so there is nothing
to install.

Keyboard navigation

Before using VoiceOver, you must
enable keyboard navigation in the
following two places:

1. System Preferences: Keyboard >
Use keyboard navigation to move
focus between controls.

2. Safari Preferences: Advanced >
Accessibility > Press Tab to highlight
each item on the web page.

Recommended browser

Although VoiceOver will work with all
browsers, its operability varies between
browsers. For this reason, Safari is the
recommended browser and is the one
commonly by users.

Modifier key

All VoiceOver commands are triggered
using a two-key combination.

VO represents the VoiceOver modifier
in the following tables.

Rotor

The Rotor is an important navigational
aid used by many users.

When activated it presents the page’s
content grouped by various structured
element types like: Links, Headings, Lists,
Articles and Landmarks etc.

Not all element types are enabled by
default; however, you can define what the
Rotor should display by going to:

1. System Preferences: Accessibility >
VoiceOver > Open VoiceOver Utility...

2. VoiceOver Utility: Web > Web Rotor
